While some sailors are still competing, others have finished and had some
fantastic results. Reports and Results are below.

Sail Sydney — Georges River Sailing Club, Sydney, NSW

Represented by a massive total of 14 420s and Optimists, Middle Harbour performed extremely
well at this championship. In the International 420, Xavier and Conor were our highest placed
boat in 3" place, with James and Tom (5'), Kirsty and Ed (6™) and Mara and Georgia (7") all close
behind.
